“Two-Tiered Justice” 
We hear a lot of talk these days about the two-tiered justice system.

It has become more and more obvious in the United States, that if you have standing in the ruling political party, that in the words of an article I found at Salon.com, that an "ignore-the-past-and-forget-retribution" rationale is invoked by our media elites only for a tiny, special class of people -- our political leaders -- while the exact opposite rationale ("ignore their lame excuses, lock them up, and throw away the key") is applied to everyone else.  That, by definition, is what a "two-tiered system of justice" means and that, more than anything else, is what characterizes (and sustains) deeply corrupt political systems.   That's the two-tiered system which, for obvious reasons, our political and media elites are now vehemently arguing must be preserved.

One form of justice is applied to one group, and another form of justice for the exact same infraction is applied to another group.

We hear of blatant examples of this on a daily basis.

Harsh, mandatory sentences for the powerless, and a look the other direction attitude to the ruling class.

The accusation itself, whether the accused is guilty or not, is in fact a punishment. In effect, if you are accused of a crime, and cannot afford a good lawyer, you are in fact guilty until proven innocent, which if you can’t afford a good lawyer, you are likely to be punished for a crime you did not commit.

And, even if you can afford a good lawyer, you are essentially paying a large penalty in the form of legal fees, even if you are found innocent.

The threat of large legal fees is often how cases are won in this country, and paying off an accuser out of court is often cheaper than actually proving your innocence.

Let’s face it, in the United States of America, however you wanna slice it, you are IN FACT, Guilty Until Proven Innocent!

The founding fathers included the 6th Amendment in the Bill of Rights to protect We The People from these exact kinds of injustices.

They believed you had a RIGHT to a fair trial, should be protected from unfair prosecution, and therefor reinforced that Right with a mention in the US Constitution.

The 6th Amendment to the US Constitution goes like this:
“In all criminal prosecutions, the accused shall enjoy the right to a speedy and public trial, by an impartial jury of the State and district wherein the crime shall have been committed, which district shall have been previously ascertained by law, and to be informed of the nature and cause of the accusation; to be confronted with the witnesses against him; to have compulsory process for obtaining witnesses in his favor, and to have the Assistance of Counsel for his defence.”
I don’t think the founding fathers ever conceived the concept of political lawfare, in which the government for which its members had sworn an oath to uphold and protect the laws set forth in the Constitution, would embrace the concept that the Constitution and the oath which they took to protect that Constitution, would be considered not to be absolute.

You would think that the numerous times in which the word SHALL is used in the founding documents would make this claim mute. But, apparently that is not so.

There are numerous examples of this activity all over the headlines.

Just the other day and article on CNN.com stated that “Special counsel Robert Hur released a searing report Thursday that concluded President Joe Biden willfully retained and disclosed classified military and national security information, but recommended he not face charges after a yearlong investigation into his handling of classified documents.”
The special counsel clearly states that Joe Biden, then Senator Joe Biden, did in fact break the law, by having in his possession classified documents which he was not authorized to ever have, then removed those documents from the locations they were being held, took them home, and stored them in his garage, as well as other locations.

But then, he goes on to state,

“We concluded that no criminal charges are warranted in this matter,” Hur determined in the report, which marks the conclusion of his investigation. “We would reach the same conclusion even if Department of Justice policy did not foreclose criminal charges against a sitting president.”
The report found that Biden knew about the classified documents in his home as far back as 2017, when he was no longer vice president, and that he shared some of the information with a ghostwriter for his memoir published that year.

Biden, Hur wrote, believed he was allowed to keep the classified information that was contained in his personal notebooks, concluding that prosecutors wouldn’t be able to prove Biden intended to break the law at trial.

Here’s the part I like the best, in which the special prosecutor describes how Joe Biden, the current resident of the White House, and person walking around with access to the nuclear codes and the nuclear football, would be perceived by a jury.

“Mr. Biden would likely present himself to a jury, as he did during our interview of him, as a sympathetic, well-meaning, elderly man with a poor memory,” the report stated, adding that Biden “is someone for whom many jurors will want to identify reasonable doubt.”
Yet, despite this decision, former President of the United States, Donald Trump is still being prosecuted for the exact same charges, even though he actually had the authority to possess classified documents, AND take them with him anywhere we wanted.

This reminds me of the crimes of Hillary Clinton in which former FBI director James Comey stated that,
"Our judgment is that no reasonable prosecutor would bring such a case," Comey said after detailing the FBI's findings in its investigation of Clinton's use of personal email servers. "No charges are appropriate in this case."
He went on to say that, the FBI "found no evidence that any of the additional work-related emails were INTENTIONALLY deleted in an effort to conceal them in some way." Therefore, Comey said the FBI has "reasonable confidence" that there was "no intentional misconduct" in connection to the sorting of Clinton's emails.

Guess that whole business of smashing phones with a hammer and bleach bitting the hard drives didn’t fit the definition of “intentional.”

Whatever happened to the concept that ignorance of the law is no excuse? Certainly, you would think that would especially apply to those that are people, such as politicians, in which their position includes actually knowing the law, and enforcing those laws on those that break them.

Once again, a powerful Democrat was determined to have committed a crime, but did not have their day in court which is set forth in the 6th Amendment.

Rules for thee, as in all of us nobodies, but not for those that are supposed to be enforcing the laws.

I found a great example of a nobody being found guilty of a lesser crime, and despite the circumstances, had a mandatory sentence applied to them.

A homeless man robbed a Louisiana bank and took a $100 bill. After feeling remorseful, he surrendered to police the next day. The judge sentenced him to 15 years in prison.

Roy Brown, 54, robbed the Capital One bank in Shreveport, Louisiana in December 2007. He approached the teller with one of his hands under his jacket and told her that it was a robbery.

The teller handed Brown three stacks of bills, but he only took a single $100 bill and returned the remaining money back to her. He said that he was homeless and hungry and left the bank.

The next day he surrendered to the police voluntarily and told them that his mother didn’t raise him that way.

Brown told the police he needed the money to stay at the detox center and had no other place to stay and was hungry.

In Caddo District Court, he pleaded guilty. The judge sentenced him to 15 years in prison for first degree robbery.

This man committed a crime, and regardless of the circumstances, he was prosecuted, and sentenced to the punishment for that crime.

He was a nobody, therefor there was no consideration for intent or his individual situation.

What we see in our country today is what is seen when the government has become corrupt, and the justice system is simply a tool used by that corrupt government to punish their enemies.

Experience with 2 tier justice from the British government was a reason why the founders included the 6th Amendment. It was one of the reasons for the Revolutionary War.

Justice was seen as applying to all, but it was also considered highly important by the Founders to protect the minority under a democratic system. This is why the system of checks and balances was put in place – to prevent the government from being able to do very much, and to act very slowly when it did act. The Constitution takes great pains to both ensure justice for all, as well as protect the minority from the will of the majority. The Electoral College is one example of this that still exists today, protecting the rural states from being ruled over by three or four large cities.

In conclusion, I would like to share a quote from Thomas Jefferson in which he stated:

“All too will bear in mind this sacred principle, that though the will of the majority is in all cases to prevail, that will to be rightful must be reasonable; that the minority possess their equal rights, which equal law must protect, and to violate would be oppression.”
