Becca’s monologue “The National Anthem”
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“The National Anthem”

Since we are approaching the July 4th holiday, also known as Independence Day, I thought I would tell the story behind the writing of the famous song we know as The Star-Spangled Banner.

This song was based on a poem called "Defence of Fort M'Henry" written by Francis Scott Key.

The poem was later set to the tune of a drinking song by John Stafford Smith, "To Anacreon in Heaven," and came to be called "The Star-Spangled Banner."

In the 1890s, the US Navy and Army made “The Star-Spangled Banner” an official song of the military. President Woodrow Wilson signed an executive order to make it the national anthem for the military in 1916

The song was declared our U.S. national anthem on March 3, 1931, by President Herbert Hoover and Congress.

The words to the poem go like this:

“O! say can you see, by the dawn's early light,

    What so proudly we hail'd at the twilight's last gleaming,

Whose broad stripes and bright stars through the perilous fight,

    O'er the ramparts we watch'd, were so gallantly streaming?

        And the rockets' red glare, the bombs bursting in air,

        Gave proof through the night that our flag was still there —

            O! say, does that star-spangled banner yet wave

            O'er the land of the free, and the home of the brave?

On the shore, dimly seen through the mists of the deep,

    Where the foe's haughty host in dread silence reposes,

What is that which the breeze o'er the towering steep,

    As it fitfully blows, half conceals, half discloses?

        Now it catches the gleam of the morning's first beam,

        In full glory reflected now shines on the stream —

            'Tis the star-spangled banner, O! long may it wave

            O'er the land of the free, and the home of the brave.

And where is that band who so vauntingly swore

    That the havock of war and the battle's confusion

A home and a country should leave us no more?

    Their blood has wash'd out their foul foot-steps' pollution,

        No refuge could save the hireling and slave,

        From the terror of flight or the gloom of the grave;

            And the star-spangled banner in triumph doth wave

            O'er the land of the free, and the home of the brave.

O! thus be it ever when freemen shall stand

    Between their lov'd home, and the war's desolation,

Blest with vict'ry and peace, may the heav'n-rescued land

    Praise the power that hath made and preserv'd us a nation!

        Then conquer we must, when our cause it is just,

        And this be our motto — "In God is our trust!"

            And the star-spangled banner in triumph shall wave

            O'er the land of the free, and the home of the brave.”

Francis Scott Key was Born in 1779 and was a lawyer who witnessed the British attack on Fort McHenry during the War of 1812. The fort withstood the day-long assault, inspiring Key to write a poem that would become the future U.S. national anthem, "The Star-Spangled Banner." Key later served as a district attorney for Washington, D.C.

The events that inspired Key to write his famous poem began in the early 1810s, when the United States had entered into conflict with Britain over the kidnapping of U.S. seamen and the disruption of trade with France. The ensuing hostilities would come to be known as the War of 1812. Though opposed to the war due to his religious beliefs and believing that the disagreement could be settled without armed conflict, Key nonetheless served in the Georgetown Light Field Artillery.

British forces captured Washington, D.C., in 1814. Taken prisoner was a Dr. William Beanes, who also happened to be a colleague of Key. Due to his work as an attorney, Key was asked to help in the negotiation of Beanes' release and in the process traveled to Baltimore, where British naval forces were located along Chesapeake Bay. He, along with Colonel John Skinner, was able to secure Beanes' freedom, though they were not allowed to return to land until the British completed their bombardment of Fort McHenry.

On September 13, the three at sea watched what would become a day-long assault. After continual bombing, to Key's surprise, the British couldn’t destroy the fort, and Key noted upon the dawning of the next morning, a large U.S. flag being flown. 

The British ceased their attack and left the area. Key immediately wrote down the words for a poem that he would continue composing at an inn the next day. The work, which relied heavily on visualizations of what he witnessed, would come to be known as the "Defence of Fort M'Henry" and was printed in handbills and newspapers, including the Baltimore Patriot.

I find the National Anthem to be a symbol of how you can have victory even in the face of overwhelming odds.

Due to the lack of education in history, and even revisionist history, many young people have no knowledge of the tyranny by the British Empire that resulted in the Revolutionary War, which led to our independence.

The founding fathers that stood up and said no to tyranny paid a high price for our freedom. They knew that if you give up your freedom, you have nothing. The founders of this country were not perfect, but who is.

We currently see our country being attacked by enemies both foreign and domestic. Right now, all we have to do to end this tyranny is to stand up and JUST SAY NO!

In a quote by John Hancock he stated:
“Resistance to tyranny becomes the Christian and social duty of each individual. … Continue steadfast and, with a proper sense of your dependence on God, nobly defend those rights which heaven gave, and no man ought to take from us.”

Article II

Section 2

The President shall be Commander in Chief of the Army and Navy of the United States, and of the Militia of the several States, when called into the actual Service of the United States; he may require the Opinion, in writing, of the principal Officer in each of the executive Departments, upon any Subject relating to the Duties of their respective Offices, and he shall have Power to grant Reprieves and Pardons for Offences against the United States, except in Cases of Impeachment.

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“To regulate in early America”

“Well Regulated” Doesn’t Mean What Most People Think It Does. 

What does “regulate” mean?  Or, more to the point, what did it mean at the time that the constitution of the United States was being written?  Practically all modern references to the term “regulate” refer to activities that are regulated by law, such as the airline industry, the fur industry, or the gambling industry. The contrast with writings from the 19th century are quite pronounced.  Practically all the earlier references I could find had quite a different meaning, inconsistent with that interpretation.  The clear meaning of the term in earlier texts was closer to “properly operating” or “in its ideal state”.  This is not too surprising, given that the emphasis of the earlier era was on individual responsibility, industry, and proper behavior being the foundation of a prosperous and orderly society, vs. our present indulgence in government regulation as a source of social good. 

One example is a statement from 1822 that said Huntsville, Alabama was becoming quite civilized and prosperous, with a “fine fire engine” and a “well-regulated company”.  By todays understanding of the words “well-regulated”, one could make the case that the firefighters were especially subject to rules and laws, but in the context of the time, it actually would mean, “They have a very fine fire engine, and a properly operating company.” 

William Thackary’s 1848 novel uses the term “well-regulated person”.  The story is that of Major Dobbin, who had been remiss in visiting his family.  Thackary’s comment is to the effect that any well-regulated person would blame the major for this.  Clearly, in this context, well-regulated has nothing to do with government rules and laws.  It can only be interpreted as “properly operating” or “ideal state”. 

In 1861, author George Curtis, has one of his characters, apparently a money hungry person, praising his son for being sensible, and carefully considering money in making his marriage plans.  He states that “every well-regulated person considers the matter from a pecuniary point of view.”  Again, this cannot logically be interpreted as a person especially subject to government control.  It can only be read as “properly operating”. 

In 1884 Edmund Yates, a British journalist from the 1800’s, references a person who was apparently not “strictly well-regulated”.  The context makes any reading other that “properly operating” or “in his ideal state” impossible. 

One of the best examples is from 1834, Blackwood’s Edinburgh Magazine, in which we have a discussion of people who rose up against “encroachments of the Crown”, i.e., active rebellion, while maintaining or restoring their “well-regulated organization.”  Clearly, these people were actively shaking off government encroachment, not people in subjection to the rule of law.  Yet they had, and maintained, a “well-regulated organization.”  Again, the “subject to government laws and rules” interpretation is impossible.  The passage must be read as “properly functioning” or “in its ideal state”. 

By looking at older writings, it is clear that the “properly functioning” or “ideal state” interpretation of the term “well regulated” is what is meant when we see these words used in the US Constitution.  You can see that the old use of this term stand in sharp contrast to our modern use of these words.
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US Constitution
Article I
Section 8
The meaning of “regulate”
The Congress shall have Power To lay and collect Taxes, Duties, Imposts and Excises, to pay the Debts and provide for the common Defence and general Welfare of the United States; but all Duties, Imposts and Excises shall be uniform throughout the United States;

To regulate Commerce with foreign Nations, and among the several States, and with the Indian Tribes;

Article II powers of the President
Before he enter on the Execution of his Office, he shall take the following Oath or Affirmation:– I do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will faithfully execute the Office of President of the United States, and will to the best of my Ability, preserve, protect and defend the Constitution of the United States.

Section 2

The President shall be Commander in Chief of the Army and Navy of the United States, and of the Militia of the several States, when called into the actual Service of the United States; he may require the Opinion, in writing, of the principal Officer in each of the executive Departments, upon any Subject relating to the Duties of their respective Offices, and he shall have Power to grant Reprieves and Pardons for Offences against the United States, except in Cases of Impeachment.

He shall have Power, by and with the Advice and Consent of the Senate, to make Treaties, provided two thirds of the Senators present concur; and he shall nominate, and by and with the Advice and Consent of the Senate, shall appoint Ambassadors, other public Ministers and Consuls, Judges of the supreme Court, and all other Officers of the United States, whose Appointments are not herein otherwise provided for, and which shall be established by Law: but the Congress may by Law vest the Appointment of such inferior Officers, as they think proper, in the President alone, in the Courts of Law, or in the Heads of Departments.

The President shall have Power to fill up all Vacancies that may happen during the Recess of the Senate, by granting Commissions which shall expire at the End of their next Session.

Section 3

He shall from time to time give to the Congress Information of the State of the Union, and recommend to their Consideration such Measures as he shall judge necessary and expedient; he may, on extraordinary Occasions, convene both Houses, or either of them, and in Case of Disagreement between them, with Respect to the Time of Adjournment, he may adjourn them to such Time as he shall think proper; he shall receive Ambassadors and other public Ministers; he shall take Care that the Laws be faithfully executed, and shall Commission all the Officers of the United States.
